Creating and Maintaining an Account. You may need an account to access and use the Services. It's important that you provide us
with accurate, complete and current account information (including a valid email address) and keep this information up to date. If you
don’t, we might have to suspend or terminate your account, and we might not reach you for important notifications about your Services.
Your account is personal and exclusively for you to manage your (or, if permitted by a Service, your household’s) Services, and it is not
for use by other third parties for any purpose. You may not sell, transfer or allow others to use your account credentials.

Accuracy of Your and Your Family’s Information. Some Services may allow you to register your family members devices to use
the Services.

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1. We Own the Software. The Software and any Documentation are owned by NortonLifeLock or its licensors and are protected by copyright
laws.

2. License Grant. So long as you comply with the terms and conditions of the LSA, NortonLifeLock grants you a non-exclusive non-transferable
term-limited license to download and install a copy of the Software on the Device that you own or control as specified in your Service
Entitlement or the applicable transaction documentation from the Provider from which you obtained the Service, and to run such copy of the
Software solely for purposes of accessing and using the Services for your own personal non-commercial use during the Service Period.
